Regulation of the Council of Ministers No. 1027 of 15 September 2005

On Some Measures to Implement the Order of the President

No. 382 of 17 August 2005

In accordance with the Order of the President of the Republic of Belarus No. 382 of 17 August 2005, On Making Changes and Amendments to the Order of the President of the Republic of Belarus No. 460 of 22 October 2003, the Council of Ministers REGULATES:

1. To approve the attached Instruction on the Order of Provision, Review, and Registration of Information on the Organisation and/or Holding of Seminars, Conferences, other Public Discussions Within the Framework of the International Technical Assistance.

2. To establish that:

Use of international technical assistance for the organisation and/or holding of seminars, conferences, other public discussions on the territory of the Republic of Belarus is permitted only after a review of the materials on the organisation and/or holding of seminars, conferences, other public discussions within the framework of the international technical assistance by the Commission on the Issues of the International Technical Assistance under the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus and the registration of the aforementioned materials in the Ministry of Economy.

The provisions of paragraph two of this Article are not valid for the organisation and/or holding of seminars, conferences, other public discussions included into the set of preliminarily agreed organisational-technical activities of international technical assistance projects (programmes), which were adopted by the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus in the designated order.

Recognition as not-taxable values of the goods (property, including financial resources), turnover from sales of goods (works and services) provided by the donors of international technical assistance for the organisation an/or holding of seminars, conferences, other public discussions on the territory of the Republic of Belarus is done based on the registration of the information on the organisation and/or holding of seminars, conferences, other public discussions within the framework of international technical assistance.

3. To make the following addenda to the Regulation of the Council of Ministers No. 1522 of 21 November 2003, On Some Measures to Implement the Order of the President of the Republic of Belarus No. 460 of 22 October 2003, (National Register of Legal Acts of the Republic of Belarus, 2003, No. 133, 5/13426):

3.1 to add the following sixth paragraph to sub-article 1.4. of Article 1:

“implements the registration of the information on the organisation an/or holding of seminars, conferences, other public discussions within the framework of international technical assistance”.

3.2 in the Regulation on the Commission on the Issues of International Technical Assistance under the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus, approved by the above-mentioned Regulation:

3.2.1 to add the following paragraph nine to the Article 3:

“review of the materials on the organisation and/or holding of seminars, conferences, other public discussions within the framework of international technical assistance and taking decisions on them”;

3.2.2 to add another paragraph after paragraph 7 of the Article 4, reading as following:

“reviews materials on the organisation and/or holding of seminars, conferences, other public discussions within the framework of international technical assistance”;

correspondingly, paragraphs eight to eleven should be considered as paragraphs nine to eleven;

3.2.3 to add the following part to Article 5 after its part six:

“Decisions of the Commission on organisation and/or holding of seminars, conferences, other public discussions within the framework of international technical assistance are communicated by the Ministry of Economy to the Ministry of Taxes and Collections and the State Customs Committee, Oblast Minsk City) Executive Committees as extracts from the protocols of the meetings of the Commission, with one original copy of the registered application for organisation and/or holding of seminars, conferences, other public discussions within the framework of international technical assistance. Based on the decision of the Commission the Ministry of Economy registers an application for organisation and/or holding of seminars, conferences, other public discussions within the framework of international technical assistance and passes it to the recipients of international technical assistance organising such seminars, conferences, other public discussions”;

part seven should be considered as part eight.

INSTRUCTION on the Order of Provision, Review, and

Registration of the Information on Organisation and/or

Holding Seminars, Conferences, other Public Discussions

Within the Framework of the International Technical Assistance

Chapter 1

General Provisions

1. This instruction defines the order of provision, review, and registration of the information on organisation and/or holding seminars, conferences, and other public discussions within the framework of technical assistance.

2. Registration of information on the organisation and/or holding of seminars, conferences, and other public discussions within the framework of technical assistance is done by the Ministry of Economy based on the decision of the Commission on Issues of International Technical Assistance under the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus (hereinafter referred to as the Commission).

Chapter 2

Drafting and Presenting an Application for the Organisation

and/or Holding of Seminars, Conferences, and Other Public

Discussions Within The Framework of Technical Assistance

3. The official reason for the Commission to review an Application for the organisation and/or holding of seminars, conferences, and other public discussions within the framework of technical assistance (hereinafter, “Application”) is an official request of the recipients of the international technical assistance who are the organisers and/or the holders of such seminars, conferences, and other public discussions (hereinafter, “recipient-organiser”) to the Ministry of Economy (no template for the official request, in free form) with the following documents attached:

an application in accordance with the Annex 1 to this Instruction, agreed with the Oblast (or Minsk City) Executive Committee, on the territory of which the seminar, conference, other public discussion is planned to be held. The Application is provided in five copies all signed by the recipient-organiser;

official confirmation by the donor of the international technical assistance of the provision of financial resources, including those in foreign currencies, goods (property), execution of works and services for the organisation and/or holding of the seminar, conference, or other public discussion within the framework of the technical assistance on the territory of the Republic of Belarus;

the programme of the seminar, conference, or other public discussion within the framework of the technical assistance, which includes the aims and objectives of the event;

the list and number of participants in the seminar, conference, or other public discussion within the framework of the technical assistance;

a copy of the document on the receipt of the Registered Payer’s Number
 (hereinafter, “RPN”);

other documents when needed.

4. Incomplete sets of documents provided to the Ministry of Economy are not reviewed and returned to the recipient-organiser within three days.

Chapter 3

Terms for the Presentation and Review of the Applications for the

Organisation and/or Holding of Seminars, Conferences, and Other

Public Discussions Within the Framework of Technical Assistance

5. The recipient-organiser applies to the Ministry of Economy not later than 60 days before the date of the seminar, conference, or other public discussion within the framework of the technical assistance.

6. The materials are reviewed at a meeting of the Commission not later than 30 days after the official application to the Ministry of Economy by the recipient-organiser.

7. In case of the necessity for the provision of additional information and documents by the recipient-organiser to the Ministry of Economy, a revised date is appointed based on the last document application date.

8. The decision of the Commission is communicated by the Ministry of Economy to the Ministry of Taxes and Collections and the State Customs Committee, the Oblast (or Minsk City) Executive Committees within five days after the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus provides the approved protocol of the meeting. The decision is communicated as an extract from the protocol of the Commission’s meeting with one copy of the Application for the organising and/or holding of a seminar, conference, or other public discussion within the framework of the technical assistance. Based on the decision of the Commission, the Ministry of Economy registers the Application for the organising and/or holding of a seminar, conference, or other public discussion within the framework of the technical assistance and provides one copy of it to the recipient-organiser.

Chapter 4

Reporting on Seminars, Conferences and other Public Discussions

9. The recipients-organisers report to the Ministry of Economy on the seminars, conferences, other public discussions within the framework of the technical assistance according to the form in Annex 2 to this Instruction not later than 15 days from the date of the seminars, conferences, other public discussions within the framework of the technical assistance.

10. The Ministry of Economy on annual basis provides to the Commission accumulated information on seminars, conferences, or other public discussions held in the Republic of Belarus within the framework of the technical assistance.

Chapter 5

Refusal to Register Information on the Organisation and/or

Holding of Seminars, Conferences, and Other Public

Discussions Within the Framework of Technical Assistance

11. The registration of information on the organisation and/or the holding seminars, conferences, and other public discussions within the framework of the technical assistance, may be refused in the following cases.

A wrongly drafted Application or the provision of false data in it.

The presence in the documents of statements and/or obligations that do not correspond or are contradictory.

The non-provision of reports in due terms on previously held seminars, conferences, and other public discussions by the recipient-organiser.
